HOW TO USE DIGITAL IMAGING

PURPOSE:

To create pictures to teach or tell a story.

SUGGESTIONS FOR DIGITAL PICTURES:

1.  To show a procedure to a classroom by taking pictures of the procedure being done.


a.  Some suggestions:  How to do a venipuncture.

2.  To take pictures of a person’s teeth, to show how dental surgery can be changed.

3.  To show medical surgery, such as a cholecstectomy or a colonostomy, so that Doctor’s and patients will understand the necessity for certain procedures to be done or why they were done.

4.  To show a HOSA event, to help motivate potential members to join or help them understand why  there is so much excitement in going to competition.  Community Awareness project.

5.  My husband works in radiology and he gets some great pictures from nuclear medicinee showing the body and how that when you give IV radioisotopes, the computerized pictures are able to show cancer or abnormalities on the bones are specific organs depending the site specifics of the radioisotopes.

PROCEDURES:

1.  Decide what you would like to do for you picture board on the computer.

2.  Use a digital camera for the pictures and transfer to your computer.

3.  Decide what order you would like to have them, they can be placed on your powerpoint .

4.  If you do not have a digital camera, then you can scan pictures made with a regular camera and place them on your powerpoint.

5. Powerpoint.


a.  Go to the start button of the computer and left click.


b.  You will see Microsoft powerpoint, left click on powerpoint.


c.  You will ten pick the design template of your choice.


d.  You will then pick the design of your slide, you want a slide that will let you put a picture on it and have space for you to type what your picture is.


e.  You will then pick the “insert” label at the top of your screent, left click.


f.  This screen will come up with an area showing picture, and this will bring up another screen asking “from file”, “clip art”, “camera” and etc.  You will find the one that you want and insert this on your powerpoint slide show.  

6.  Make sure you save all each  slide.  Once you have a picture on your slide show you will be able to size it to your needs.

7.  I suggest that you have good clear pictures.  

8.  These can be printed and placed on a bulletin board in the classroom or you can show these on teaching modules for individualized learning as well as putting on the overhead TV in the classroom for group discussion or learning.
