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Medical Technology Display

In teams, students will use Internet resources to research an
assigned topic related to the use of technology in health care. They
will prepare information about their topic in the form of a health
display, and present their topic to the class.

Total preparation time: Allow one week. Provide one day in a
computer lab with Internet access if possible. Also, provide some
class time. A percentage of work on this project should be done as
homework.

Class presentations: 1 — 3 hours total time, depending upon the
number of teams.

1) Analyze the use of technology in health care.

Internet access

1)  Assign the project approximately one week before class
presentations are due to allow time for students to work on this
project at home.

2) Divide the class in teams of 2-3 students.

3) Provide each team with a copy of the HOSA Career Health
Display guidelines, or tell students to access the guidelines
from www.hosa.org. Students will follow the event guidelines
for this assignment. The major change is the topic. (It's not a
career display, it's a “technology” display.)

4)  Assign topics. (see “Vocabulary”) The teacher may combine
topics if needed.

5) Explain that teams are to prepare a display and oral
presentation on the selected topic, following the Career Health
Display guidelines. (Modified for 3 students if necessary.)

6) Assign presentation dates/times.
