All Category Il Events
The dress for the test and orientation is official HOSA uniform or proper business attire,
or attire appropriate to the career area.

Clinical Specialty — Career choices expanded

By popular demand, competitors in Clinical Specialty can now choose any health career
for the event. No matter what a competitor’'s health career goal is, he or she can use the
format in Clinical Specialty to research, prepare, and demonstrate his or her knowledge
of the career.

First Aid CPR and First Aid/Rescue Breathing — Chan  ges aligned with AHA
Guidelines for CPR, rescue breathing, and obstructed airway have been aligned with
BLS for Healthcare Providers from the American Heart Association.

Dental Assisting — Two new procedures
Procedures VIA: Preparing for an Alginate Impression, and VIB: Pouring an Alginate
Impression with Plaster, have been added to the event.

Administrative Medical Assisting — Additions
